 Much as changed at the University of Delaware in the past few 
years. Just take a walk down Kent Way towards the Amy E. Dupont Mu-
sic Building. Passing familiar sights such as the Blue and Gold Club and 
the President’s House, I’m almost certain anyone who has not visited 
campus in the past few years will be incredibly (and hopefully pleasantly) 
surprised at what they discover at the end of the road. 
 
  Directly across from Amy, the Louise and David Roselle Center 
for the Arts is a stunning and welcome addition to the University of Dela-
ware. The building houses four main performance spaces and 32 practice 
rooms and is currently in its third year of operation. Taking advantage of 
this new space, university ensembles ranging in size routinely hold their 
practices in either Puglisi Orchestra Hall or Gore Recital Hall. The CFA 
also hosts performances by many prominent guest artists over the course 
of the year, as well as faculty recitals and other special events.

 This spring, Opera Workshop will take this stage in the CFA, per-
forming the comic opera Pirates of Penzance. This Department of Music 
event will feature an all-student cast accompanied by the UD Chamber  
Orchestra conducted by Brian Stone. 
 
 Speaking of orchestra: yes, there are now two of them. Thanks to 
the hard work of its director, Dr. Brian Stone, and the support of the UD 
Music Department, the once anemic UD Symphony Orchestra has grown 
to be one of the university’s most robust and primer ensembles. In the 
past three years it has performed challenging works such as Holst’s The 
Planets. Stravinsky’s Firebird Suite, Brahms’ Ein Deutsches Requiem, 
and every Sinfonian’s favorite, Beethoven’s 5th Symphony. The  
orchestra’s improvement during the past few years prompted Dr. Stone to 
establish a separate, “elite” ensemble of string and wind players, named 
the UD Chamber Orchestra. This ensemble is currently in its second year, 
and has much success, performing in and outside UD.

Dr. Herman (Faculty Advisor) 
 
Dr. David Herman is Trustees Distinguished Pro-
fessor of Music and University Organist at the Uni-
versity of Delaware, where he served as department 
chair from 1987 to 2001. A native of Pennsylvania, 
he earned degrees from Wittenberg University, the 
University of Michigan and the University of Kan-
sas. He furthered his interest in British music 
through study in England with the late Lady Jeans. 
In 2006 he was awarded an Established Artist Fel-
lowship from the Delaware arts council to support 
his study of Hugo Distler and Jan Bender. 
 

 
Dr. Herman is the author of The Life and Work of Jan Bender and has written 
numerous articles for professional journals. His compositions and editions have 
appeared in the catalogues of five American publishers. His work as an organ 
teacher has been increasingly focused on the "new organist": attracting new stu-
dents, of all ages, to organ study. He has served on the faculties of five Ameri-
can Guild of Organists' Pipe Organ Encounters (in Philadelphia, Baltimore and 
Washington) and recently made a presentation at the AGO Region III Conven-
tion in Washington, entitled Recruiting and Teaching the New Organist. He was 
invited to present The Organ Works of Samuel Wesley at the 2004 AGO Na-
tional Convention in Los Angeles. He was a member of the planning committee 
for the 2002 National AGO Convention in Philadelphia and currently serves as 
regional Coordinator for Education for the American Guild of Organists. 
 
He has been active as a church musician for 40 years. He is also a recitalist, per-
forming regularly in the United States and abroad. He has played twice in Ber-
lin, in Dublin and in eleven cathedrals throughout England and Wales, including 
recitals in all four of London's historical foundations: St. Paul's, Westminster 
and Southwark Cathedrals, and Westminster Abbey, as well as at the Temple 
Church., St. Michael's Cornhill and the Oxford Town Hall. His recording of 
organ works by Samuel Wesley at Coventry Cathedral was released in 2003 on 
the Redcliffe (UK) label. His new recording on the University of Delaware or-
gan was released in the spring of 2006. 
 
Dr. Herman was initiated into the Alpha Tau Chapter of Phi Mu Alpha Sinfonia 
at Wittenberg University in Springfield, Ohio, in 1963. He is the faculty advisor 
to the Xi Mu Chapter at the University of Delaware and has served in that ca-
pacity since 2007.
